I am a poultry producer from Mitchell County, Georgia. I am a Director on the Board of Southwest Georgia Farm Credit, and have served in that capacity since 2011. I find the transaction disclosure requirements in the Conflicts of Interest section of the Farm Credit Administration’s proposed rule regarding Standards of Conduct to be burdensome, inappropriate, and unnecessary.

I am an independent producer working under contract with integrated chicken production and processing companies. As such, I work with a wide array of suppliers, contractors, vendors, and others integral to making my operation successful. I do business within my community and outside of it. I purchase equipment, feed, medicine. I work with contractors on the houses, and for my farming operation. I am in contact with about a two dozen people each and every day simply to purchase supplies and keep the houses running efficiently.

Further, I am personally committed to maintaining high standards of conduct, and I know my association is as well. I believe that the Agency has designed this regulation with the goal of discouraging active farmers from running for the board of a Farm Credit institution. That just makes no sense and it needs to be fixed. 

The proposed disclosure requirements would require me to report and obtain pre-approval of transactions within my farming operation.   This is an unrealistic burden to place on directors.  

I urge the FCA to revise or withdraw this rule. Thank you for your consideration.
