[bookmark: _GoBack]SUMMARY: On March 10, 1983, the Farm Credit Administration published final regulations on funding and fiscal affairs to allow the Farm Credit System ("System") banks to issue consolidated and consolidated Systemwide bonds in definitive rather than book-entry form when approved by the appropriate authorities (48 FR 10037). This document corrects the effective date of the final regulations.

The effective date of these regulations is subject to a statutory requirement that no final regulation of the Farm Credit Administration (except in cases of emergency) shall become effective prior to the expiration of 30 calendar days after publication in the Federal Register during which either or both Houses of Congress are in session. At the time these final regulations were published, the 10 days on which both Houses will be adjourned for the Easter Recess was not excluded from the computation of the 30 days. Accordingly, the Farm Credit Administration is correcting the effective date for 12 CFR 615.5450, 615.5452, 615.5453, and 615.5454 as follows:
