Employee Responsibilities and Conduct; Correction 

AGENCY: Farm Credit Administration. 

ACTION: Final rule effective date; correction. 

SUMMARY: On June 24, 1983 (48 FR 28976), the Farm Credit Administration published a final rule, 12 CFR 601.190, which determined that certain financial interests of members of the Federal Farm Credit Board ("Federal Board") are too remote or too inconsequential to affect the integrity of the exercise of certain statutory duties and responsibilities by Federal Board members and that such interests are therefore exempt from the conflict of interest provisions contained in Title 18, United States Code, section 208(a). This document corrects the final rule effective date notice. 

The effective date of this regulation is subject to a statutory requirement that no final regulation of the Farm Credit Administration (except in cases of emergency) shall be effective prior to the expiration of 30 calendar days after publication in the Federal Register during which either or both Houses of Congress are in session. Periods during which both Houses of Congress are not in session because of adjournment of more than 3 days to a day certain are excluded from the computation of 30 calendar days. In light of the Independence Day holiday recess, the 30-day delay period will not expire until August 1, 1983, which requires a change in the effective date of this regulation.
