The Governor of the Farm Credit Administration has issued Order No. 849 authorizing certain officers of the Farm Credit Administration to act as Governor in the event the Governor is absent or unable to perform the duties of the office. The text of the Order is as follows: 

1. In the event that the Governor of the Farm Credit Administration is absent or is not able to perform the duties of the office for any other reason, the officer of the Farm Credit Administration who is the highest on the following list and who is available to act is hereby authorized to exercise and perform all functions, powers, authority, and duties pertaining to the Office of Governor of the Farm Credit Administration: 

(a) Senior Deputy Governor; 

(b) Deputy Governor and Chief of Staff; 

(c) Deputy Governor, Office of Examination and Supervision and Chief Examiner; 

(d) Deputy Governor, Office of Administration; 

(e) General Counsel; 

(f) Any other officer of the Farm Credit Administration designated by the Governor. 

2. This Order shall be effective on October 1, 1984, and supersedes Farm Credit Administration Order No. 843 dated May 26, 1983 (48 FR 23906, 5/27/83).
