Examinations, Audits, and Investigations; Effective Date 

AGENCY: Farm Credit Administration. 

ACTION: Notice of effective date. 

SUMMARY: The Farm Credit Administration (FCA) published a final regulation dealing with the frequency of examinations and audits of each Farm Credit System institution by the FCA (50 FR 20091, May 14, 1985). Examinations and audits of each Federal land bank association were required to be performed once each 18 months; this final regulation extends the time period between required examinations and audits to once each 36 months. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The final rule was published on May 14, 1985, and provided that notice of the actual effective date would be subsequently published (50 FR 20091). In accordance with 12 U.S.C. 2252, the effective date of the final rule is 30 days from the date of publication in the Federal Register during which either or both Houses of Congress are in session. Based on the records of the sessions of Congress, the effective date of this rule was June 22, 1985.
