Farm Credit System; Effective Date for Merger, Consolidation, Territory Transfer, Conservatorship, and
Receivership Provisions

AGENCY: Farm Credit Administration.

ACTION: Notice of effective date.  

SUMMARY: The Farm Credit Administration published amendments to regulations under Part 611 that relate to the topics of mergers, consolidations, territory transfers, conservatorships, and receiverships. These regulations implement a number of sections of the Farm Credit Act of 1971 which were amended by the Farm Credit Amendments Act of 1985.  

The final rule was published in the September 12, 1986 Federal Register, and provided that notice of the actual effective date would be subsequently published (51 FR 32431). In accordance with 12 U.S.C. 2252, the effective date of the final rule is 30 days from the date of publication in the Federal Register during which either or both Houses of Congress are in session. Based on the records of the sessions of Congress, the effective date of this rule was October 13, 1986.
