[bookmark: _GoBack]Summary:  The Farm Credit Administration (FCA) published final regulations under Part 606 on June 1, 1988 (53 FR 19884).  The final regulations to Part 606 prohibit discrimination on the basis of handicap in programs or activities conducted by the FCA.  These regulations provide for the enforcement of section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended, which prohibits discrimination on the basis of handicap, as it applies to the programs and activities conducted by the FCA.  In accordance with 12 U.S.C. 2252, the effective date of the final rule is 30 days from the date of publication in the Federal Register during which either or both Houses of Congress are in session.  Based on the records of the sessions of Congress, the effective date of the regulations is July 6, 1988.
