Rules of Practice and Procedure; Practice Before the Farm Credit Administration; Effective Date


ACTION: Notice of effective date.

SUMMARY: The Farm Credit Administration (FCA) published final regulations under Parts 622 and 623, July 19, 1988 (53 FR 27234). The final regulations to Parts 622 and 623 relate to the definition of a Farm Credit System institution and the imposition of civil money penalties by the FCA. In accordance with 12 U.S.C. 2252, the effective date of the final rule is 30 days from the date of publication in the Federal Register during which either or both Houses of Congress are in session.  Based on the records of the sessions of Congress, the effective date of the regulations is September 13, 1988.
