ACTION: Notice of effective date.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]SUMMARY: The Farm Credit Administration (FCA) published final regulations under Part 624, October 13, 1988 (53 FR 40049). The final regulations to Part 624 relate to the use of regulatory accounting practices (RAP) by Farm Credit institutions and authorize them to use RAP for certain interest rate evaluations and extend the use of RAP until 1992. In accordance with 12 U.S.C. 2252, the effective date of the final rule is 30 days from the date of publication in the Federal Register during which either or both Houses of Congress are in session. Based on the records of the sessions of Congress, the effective date of the regulations is February 9, 1989.
