[bookmark: _GoBack]SUMMARY: The Farm Credit Administration (FCA) published final regulations under Parts 614, 620 and 621, January 12, 1989 (54 FR 1153). The final regulations to Parts 614, 620 and 621 address the content of the Federal Agricultural Mortgage Corporation's (FAMC) annual report, the examination of FAMC, and the authority of the Farm Credit System banks and associations to originate loans for sale to agricultural mortgage marketing facilities (certified facilities or poolers) or to act as certified facilities. In accordance with 12 U.S.C. 2252, the effective date of the final rule is 30 days from the date of publication in the Federal Register during which either or both Houses of Congress are in session. Based on the records of the sessions of Congress, the effective date of the regulations is February 23, 1989.
