[bookmark: _GoBack]SUMMARY: The Farm Credit Administration (FCA) published final regulations under part 611 on January 30, 1991 (56 FR 3397). The final regulations amend 12 CFR part 611 to establish a procedure under which a small Farm Credit association may terminate its Farm Credit charter by becoming chartered as a financial institution under other Federal or State authority pursuant to §  7.10 of the Farm Credit Act of 1971, as amended. In accordance with 12 U.S.C. 2252, the effective date of the final rule is 30 days from the date of publication in the Federal Register during which either or both Houses of Congress are in session. Based on the records of the sessions of Congress, the effective date of the regulations is March 11, 1991.
